Programmes compete for top title

Three major programmes that have impacted on thousands of people have been named as finalists for a top national award, sponsored by Program Framework.

Only one will take home the Programme of the Year trophy from the 2010 APM Project Management Awards on October 21st. It is the fourth successive year that Program Framework has sponsored this category.

The three finalists are Heathrow Airport Limited for its Airline Relocation programme,  BT and Moorhouse Consulting for the BT Operating Model programme and a five-year mains cleaning and maintenance programme from United Utilites.

The Heathrow programme relocated 52 airlines over three years at the world's busiest international airport without disruption.  It made operational everything from fax machines to a Boeing 747 overnight without disrupting any of Heathrow's 80,000 daily passengers and touched every part of the Heathrow community.

 Driven by its strategy to deliver products and services to market faster, better and cheaper, BT called in specialist project management skills from Moorhouse Consulting to establish the operating model programme – a single way of working and a strategic change to the organisation's capability, impacting on more than half of their 100,000+ employees. 

A £2.5 billion, five-year programme by United Utilities developed vital infrastructure to provide 7 million people and 200,000 businesses with a constant supply of clean, safe, reliable drinking water 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.


The Aqueducts  and Large Diameter Trunk Mains Clean and Maintain Programme covered water services across the north west of England and integrated 30 projects without disruption to supplies.
Said Paul Major, Director of Program Framework & Management Framework: “We often lose sight of the fact that programme management affects others and can change lives, so it’s fantastic to see that this has been recognised in the 2010 APM Programme of the Year finalists.”
